1. You will choose a group in which you will be given a section of Act Three, scene four to perform.  Each section will be performed chronologically in the scene. (1-13, 17-61; 129-171, 180-192; 214-270; 271-315; 323-375)
2. Your performance must include relevant movements, tone, props, etc so that the class understands what is happening in your scene. 
3. You will wear appropriate costumes for each character in your section.

4. Each person must be part of the performance. 
5. You will receive a group mark, so choose your group wisely. 

Tips

1. Read through the entire scene first so that you have an understanding of all the events that transpire in the scene.

2. Read your section carefully.  Consider the characterization, setting, mood and atmosphere in the scene.

3. Consider direction; you may want to assign the role of director to one member in your group.
